With
her success in developing a first-trimester prediction model for preeclampsia using
maternal risk factors, ultrasound, blood pressure and biochemical markers, and on Aspirin
prophylaxis against preeclampsia, her goal in the next 10 years is to improve obstetric
care worldwide, through clinical research, education and advocacy. During the COVID-19 pandemic, she has been
instrumental in establishing a series of guidelines, safety and consensus statements for the safe management of
pregnant women affected by COVID-19. Her latest work has systematically summarised the published literature on
the effects of COVID-19 on maternal, perinatal and neonatal outcomes.
